What is the Meaning of Baptism?

1. It illustrates Christ’s 				, 				,  and resurrection.
Christ died for our sins . . . he was buried . . . and . . . he rose again.

When we are lowered into the water, it is like the burial of Jesus; when we are raised up out of the water, it is like the resurrection of Jesus.

MARTIN LUTHER: “I would have those who are to be baptized to be entirely immersed, as the word imports and the mystery signifies.”

JOHN CALVIN: “The word ‘baptize’ signifies to immerse.  It is certain that immersion was the practice of the ancient church.”

JOHN WESLEY: “We are buried with him, alluding to the ancient manner of baptizing by immersion.”

THE NEW CATHOLIC ENCYCLOPEDIA: “The biblical form of baptism was unquestionably immersion. In the Catholic church, immersion seems to have prevailed until the twelfth century.”

Who Should Be Baptized?

Every person who has 						in Christ.

Many of them believed his message and were baptized.
Acts 2:41 (GNT)
Simon believed in Christ and was baptized.
Acts 8:13 (NLV)
But when they believed Philip as he preached the good news . . . and the name of Jesus Christ, they were baptized, both men and women.
Acts 8:12 (NIV)

At Everywhere Church, we wait until our children are old enough to believe and understand the true meaning of baptism before we baptize them.

Some churches practice a “baptism of confirmation” for children. This ceremony is intended to be a covenant between the parents and God on the behalf of the child. The parents promise to raise their child in the faith until the child is old enough to make his own personal confession of Christ. This custom began about 300 years after the Bible was completed. This is different from the baptism talked about in the Bible, which was only for those old enough to believe. The purpose is to publicly confess your personal commitment to Christ.
At Everywhere Church, it is a membership requirement that every member must have been baptized the way Jesus demonstrated, even though many of us were “confirmed” as children.

“Millions are being baptized around the world confessing Jesus as Lord”. 


When Should I Be Baptized?

 “AS SOON AS YOU HAVE BELIEVED!”


Those who believed . . . were baptized . . . that day!”
ACTS 2:41 (NLV)
Then Philip spoke. Starting with that passage, Philip told the official the Good News about Jesus. As they were going along the road, they came to some water. The official said to Philip, “Look, there’s some water. What can keep me from being baptized?” The official ordered the carriage to stop. He and Philip stepped into the water, and Philip baptized him.
ACTS 8:35–38 (GW)
There is no reason to delay. As soon as you have decided to receive Christ into your life, you can and should be baptized. If you wait until you are “perfect,” you’ll never feel “good enough!”
















Practical Questions

1. Can my family be baptized together?

Yes! If each family member fully understands the meaning of baptism, and each one has personally placed his/her trust in Christ for salvation, we encourage families to be baptized at the same time. It is a wonderful expression of commitment.


However, it is important to remember that baptism is a personal statement of faith, not a family tradition. It is usually not wise to delay your baptism while waiting on other family members to accept Christ, particularly children. This puts an undue pressure on them and delays your obedience.


What should I wear when I am baptized? Wear anything you are comfortable in that would be appropriate where you live and in your culture.  



Will I have to say anything?

No. At the beginning of the baptism, the one leading the baptism event whether pastor Jimmie online, a host of everywhere church,  a everywhere church pastor locally or a fellow believer will briefly explain the meaning of baptism and lower you into the water and raise you up.  Whether your baptism is online or in person at one of our Everywhere locations you can be baptized without saying a word.  Your baptism is a symbol of your inward commitment to Jesus and his salvation in your life.  It’s a sermon in the water.  Invite your friends to join you at your baptism whether online, or in person where your being baptized.  It can be a pool, hottub, bathtub, ocean, river, lake anywhere there is enough water to immerse you.   







THE LORD’S SUPPER: 
COMMUNION WITH GOD’S FAMILY

Jesus never asked his disciples to remember his birth. But he did instruct them to remember his death and resurrection. He gave the church two visible symbols (called ordinances) as reminders of his death. These two ordinances are baptism and the 
Lord’s Supper. 

The Lord’s Supper is an object lesson that represents a great spiritual truth for believers.

What Is the Lord’s Supper? 

To find the answer to what is the Lord’s Supper, let’s read, one verse at a time, 
1 Corinthians 11:23–26 (NIV).

1. It is a 					.
The Lord Jesus, on the night he was betrayed, took bread.

Plaza Room Saddleback Church 2003 Purpose Driven Church Conference 

Pastor Jimmie and Highlands Fellowship was one of five churches to be awarded the PDC Health Award in 2002 at the Annual Purpose Driven Church Conference at Saddleback Church in Lake Forest, California.  That year had been the largest PDC conference in the history of Saddleback with thousands attending and overflow crowds in all the venues surrounding Saddleback Church.  This has been pastor Jimmie’s first time at Saddleback.  Everything pastor Rick had taught him he did so through audio recordings and outlines.  It was a moving time for him and the 16 people from Highlands who came with Him and Lori his wife to receive the award.  

Jimmie never thought he would return until the following year, two days before the annual conference He sensed from the Lord they were to go back again.  While traveling from Virginia to California he was constantly asking the Lord why are we going back?  While walking around the vast Saddleback Campus he ran into Doug Slaybaugh who at the time was Ricks Ex Pastor.  “Jimmie great to see you back,  Rick is meeting with a few pastors tonight in the plaza room, I think you and Lori should be there.  That night gathered with some of the largest PDC pastors in the movement, Rick Warren came and and said these words.  “Your not here by accident,  God brought you here to tell you,  your vision is not big enough!”  Pastor Jimmie sat there perplexed and began to think about all God was doing through him reaching Southwest, Virginia and North East Tennessee.  He began to have a little pride well up in himself thinking we are really doing a lot as he internally pushed back on what Rick was saying.  He looked around the room and through, these pastors and churches are huge and reaching many people.  Then Rick opened up Isaiah 49 and began to share how God was calling Isaiah to a bigger vision, a vision for the world.  Then all of a sudden Rick shared these are the words God gave me to give to you.  “For The Global Glory of God”. Jimmie went from being puffed up in pride to literally doubling over as if someone had struck him with a knife.  He literally felt like something had gone into his heart.  It hurt.  In that moment Jimmie got the Great Commission.  He had believed in it,  prayed for it, gave to it, preached about it but now he got it.  The Lord revealed to Jimmie, I know you care about about reaching the people in your region but there are men and women, boys and girls all over the world that you know nothing about but I know who they are, I want them to hear the good news as well.  I want them to have what you have, a church and to know Jesus as Lord.  Pastor Jimmie did what he could only do when faced with an impossible vison like this, a word from God.  He said yes.  Which is all we can do when God shows us where he is at work.  Say yes and then watch him do what only he can do.  Provide what only he can provide.  Open doors no one can open.  Demonstrate his power that he is with you and sent you in His name.  

This vision radically altered his future and is why your now connected with Everywhere Church for The Global Glory of God.
